Wheaton Junior Woman’s club is once again offering this program for children with any type of disability.  The camp will include practices and scrimmage games with emphasis on improving baseball skills (ie. catching, throwing, batting, running bases, etc).  Pitched baseballs and T-ball stands will be used depending on each player’s ability.  All athletes and buddies will receive a T-shirt and a baseball hat.  Athletes and buddies must provide their own gloves.

The Buddy Baseball program utilizes the “buddy system”:  physically and mentally disabled children are paired, if necessary, with a non-disabled buddy from our group of volunteers.  The buddies are children of Wheaton Juniors, friends, and family of athletes.  Our goal is to promote skill development, cooperation and the making of new friends.

Family members and friends of athletes are encouraged to volunteer as buddies, but it is not required.  Buddies must be at least 13 years of age.  Players must be at least 5 years of age on or before July 1st of the camp year.  We require at least one parent or guardian to stay at camp at all times.  Also, siblings will not be assigned to buddy each other, unless the parent requests it for medical or communication reasons.  

The concession stand at the park will be open, especially for the Buddy Baseball camp, serving hot dogs, pizza, chips, candy and soda.  You are encouraged to have dinner at the park as it fits into your family’s schedule.  The last night of camp will be a family game with the Rising Stars athletes playing against their parents.  An awards ceremony recognizing the athlete’s accomplishments and an ice cream social will follow.
